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Year 6

Over the last few weeks, we have started looking at The Aztecs. We spent some time learning
about their culture, particularly researching into how, when and what they ate. We found out

Year 5

This week in Year 5, we have been illustrators for our alternative fairy tales. We looked at
different styles of illustrators and then decided on the media we would use in our own
drawings.

In science this week, we used data about the growth of babies to create our own line graphs.

Year 4

In our Science work, we have been investigating materials that are electrical conductors and
those that are electrical insulators. We tried to complete a broken circuit with the materials that
we were testing to see if they completed the circuit and if they conducted electricity they made

the bulb light up.

In groups, we continued to compose short pieces of music to represent a different part of the
world. We linked each together to create a whole class composition and then investigated
ways to write down what we had done so that each person could follow and remember their
part.

Year 3

In science this week, Year 3 were learning about how friction acts on an object. We set up a
fair and comparative test to see which material provided the most friction to a toy car on a
ramp. We had to slowly lift the ramp up 1cm at a time until gravity won, and the car went down
the ramp. To make it a fair test we only changed the material and kept the other variables the
